612:10-7-230.1.  Definitions

The following words and terms, when used in this Part, shall have the following meaning, unless the context clearly indicates otherwise:

"Contract Labor"  Employment is contract labor when the client has a contract or ongoing business with a company or person to provide a specific product or service for a fee.  The service or product is produced to meet that vendor's specifications and needs.  The purchasing company often supervises the work.

"Self-Employment"  Self-Employment is defined as follows:  The consumer owns, manages and operates a business selling goods or services for the purpose of making a profit.  Self-employment ranges from sole proprietorships and independent contractors to multi-employee companies and independent franchise operations. 

"Self-employment costs"  The cost of starting and maintaining or retaining the business as addressed in the business plan. This does not include training, business plan development, assistive technology, 1 or disability related job site or vehicle modifications, 2 which are addressed as separate services in the Individualized Plan for Employment. 

"Small Business"  DRS defines small business as any approved business plan under $100,000.00
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
